
Jesus Was Not Just A Good Prophet 

The things that Jesus proclaims in the Biblical Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John are incompatible 
with the belief that He's just a good prophet of God. He claims to be the Son of God who preexisted before 
His earthly ministry, making Him deity. If what He taught is not true, then He was either delusional or a liar. 

He said that He came from the presence of His Father, so He preexisted. “And no one has gone up into the heaven 
except He who came down from the heaven – the Son of Adam.” John 3:13  “For the bread of God is he which cometh 
down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world. For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of 
him that sent me.” John 6:33, 38  “What and if ye shall see the Son of man ascend up where he was before?” John 6:62 

He proclaimed to live before Abraham. “Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was,  
I am.” John 8:58 

Jesus commanded His followers to love their enemy, not hate or kill them. 

“Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 
And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.” Matthew 22:39 

“But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them 
which despitefully use you, and persecute you.” Matthew 5:44 

“A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.  
By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.” John 13:34-35 

“Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my words: and my Father will love him, and we will 
come unto him, and make our abode with him.” John 14:23 

“This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you. Greater love hath no man than this, that a man 
lay down his life for his friends. These things I command you, that ye love one another.” John 15:12-13, 17 

Messiah did not teach that we should hate our enemy or kill them but that we should love them. What’s been 
done by the Roman Catholic Church in killing others is contrary to Messiah’s words. 

Jesus proclaimed that He would rise again from death on the third day.  

He said about Himself, “The Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders and chief priests and 
scribes, and be slain, and be raised the third day.” Luke 9:22 

After Jesus rose from the dead, He told His disciples, “And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved 
Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in 
his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.” Luke 24:46-47 

His rising from the dead and ascending back to heaven proves that he’s deity, not just a good prophet. 

Messiah says that He is the only way to the Heavenly Father. “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes 
to the Father except through Me.” John 14:6 

Messiah proclaiming that He is the only way to have a covenant relationship with the Heavenly Father means 
that He’s declaring that Islam is not the right path to Elohim. 
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The things that Jesus’s disciples proclaim in the epistles of the New Testament are incompatible with the 
belief that He's just a good prophet of God. 

Acts 4:12 says that redemption can only be found through Jesus, “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there 
is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.” 

1 Timothy 2:5-6 says “For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Messiah Jesus, who gave 
Himself a ransom for all.” 

The Bible declares that all men sin and need a savior to bring them into covenant with the Father. 

Romans 3:25 says, “For all men have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God. Being justified freely by his grace 
through the redemption that is in Master Jesus: Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to 
declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God.”  

John 3:16-18 says, “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 
should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the 
world through him might be saved. He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned 
already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.”  

Mohammed was a sinful prophet who died. Jesus was without sin and died as our High Priest to atone for 
our sins. Then He rose again, ascended to heaven, and promised to return for His followers.  

The Bible declares that the sinless Jesus is our Advocate to the Heavenly Father. 

Galatians 3:13 says, “Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, 
“Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”).”  

Hebrews 4:15 says, “For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in all 
points tempted as we are, yet without sin.”  

Hebrews 10:12 says, “But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of 
God.”  

1 John 2:1 says, “My little children, these things I write to you, so that you may not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an 
Advocate with the Father, Messiah Jesus the righteous.”  

Islam teaches that salvation can be earned. But as sinful humans, we can’t earn it. Only Jesus was holy and 
without sin. His sacrifice paid the price for our sins to provide a path to the Heavenly Father. God offered His 
beloved Son as a sacrifice for our sins, that we might have His righteousness. 

The Bible says, “For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in 
Him.” 2 Corinthians 5:21 

The Bible declares that salvation and the promise of heaven cannot be earned; it is a gift from God. 

Ephesians 2:8-9 says, “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, 
not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.”  

Islam teaches a dark religion of hatred and anger. Jesus teaches grace, peace, and love. Come out of Islam and 
into a covenant relationship with the Father through faith in Jesus’ atoning work for your sins. 
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If Islam is a false religion that was created to hide God and mislead people, do you want to know? 

The Roman Catholic Church is an apostate church, which teaches doctrine which is contrary to the Bible. 
The popes of Rome have misled billions of Catholics with a false Gospel and false intercessor in Mary.  
The popes banned and burned the handwritten Bible Scriptures during the Dark Ages to hide the Scriptural 
Gospel of hope through Jesus. The popes used Catholics to torture and kill tens of millions of Jesus’ followers 
during the Dark Ages and Inquisition to stop them from proclaiming the Gospel of love.

Mohammed’s grandfather died when he was young, causing the leadership of Mecca to pass over 
him. This made Mohammed eager to gain control of Mecca, making him ripe for deception. 

Satan’s angel pressed the visions of Islam on Mohammed in the cave of Hira near Mecca. He was illiterate so 
Waraquah was able to influence his understanding, to be able to form what became the writings of the Qur’an. 

Islam and Roman Catholicism are designed to be similar. They both revere the Blessed Virgin Mary, use 
prayer beads, have pilgrimages, and believe in forced conversions by the sword and killing heretics. Islam 
reveres Jesus as a good prophet, so Muslims esteem the Pope as His messenger. But the Popes are antichrist. 

The Qur’an gives Muslims a religious cause that opposes the Scriptural Christian faith so that they don’t read 
the Gospels and enter into a covenant relationship with the Heavenly Father through Jesus. 

In the ninth chapter of the apocalyptic vision of Revelation, Jesus foretold the rise of Islam and the Muslim 
armies, which were used to attack the central areas of the pagan Roman Empire. The zoology of the 
prophecy includes horses dressed for battle, locusts, and scorpions, which point to Arabia. 

Messiah points to Arabs' long hair, turbans, beards, and the teeth of lions, pointing to their savage ferocity.  
He points to the unique ability of the Saracens to shoot arrows backward while riding on horseback. And to 
the smoke coming out of the bottomless pit of Satan’s lies, as the false religion of Islam hides the hope, peace, and 
love of the Gospel of the Son of Righteousness, Jesus. 

Today, the wicked popes of Rome mislead 1.3 billion Catholics with the false religion of Romanism and  
1.9 billion Muslims with the false religion of Islam. Romanism promotes the worship of idols, observing 
pagan-based holidays, and killing those whom they deem as heretics.   

The vision in Daniel 2 points to the ‘miry clay’ of Arabs, the mixed descendants of Abraham. 

The words ‘mixed’ and ‘mingled’ in Daniel 2:41-43 are based on the Hebrew word ‘Arab.’ It says that the ‘iron’ of 
the Roman Catholic Church is connected with the ‘clay’ of the Muslims. Abraham ‘mixed’ with Hagar the 
Egyptian to create the Arab race that descends from the twelve sons of Ishmael. The Father promised to make 
them a great nation. But the enemy has misled them with a false religion.  

Daniel 2 points to the false religions of Romanism and Islam being destroyed in the end times, as they mislead 
people with a false religion. Come out of these sects and into a covenant relationship with the Father through 
faith in Jesus’ atoning work for your sins. 
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
